PROJECT OVERVIEW

PROJECT LOCATION AND LIMITS

» Total transit corridor length of 5 miles.

* Primary segment extends for 3 miles along Columbia Pike
between the Fairfax County Line and the Pentagon.

»Western end connection to Skyline (Fairfax County) via
Jefferson Street.

» Eastern end connection to Pentagon City (Arlington County) via
Joyce Street, Army Navy Drive, Hayes Street, and 12" Street.

OPERATIONAL CHARACTERISTICS

" Provision of a premium transit service for the full 5 mile
project length.

* Transit operating In shared traffic lanes within existing
streets.

» Proposedsix-minute transit service headways.
» Service hours consistent with Metrorall services.

PROPOSED FACILITIES

»Up to 17 stops/stations with high -quality passenger
amenities.

» Station spacing of ¥4 to ¥2 mile.
» Assumed75 x 14-foot platforms within sidewalk area.

» One primary vehicle storage and maintenance facility
along the corridor.

* Transfer facility in Fairfax County.
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
