Overall, workshop participants
said they would like to see either Bus
Rapid Transit (BRT) or streetcar oper-
ating in the corridor. BRT uses bus
technology to approximate the quality
of service provided by rail transit.
Streetcar runs on rails under electric
power and has smaller dimensions
than traditional Light Rail. Descriptions
of the features included in these
options are on the other side of the
enclosed map.
